FEBRUARY 7, ST. ROMUALD, ABBOT
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St. Romuald, at the age of 20, undertook a life of prayer, meditation, and
penance. He founded under the rule of St. Benedict an order which takes its
name from a field owned by Maldule. In a vision, Romuald, while in this field,
saw a ladder on which monks clothed in white ascended and descended. He
acquired this field and built the monastery which he called Camaldule.

Beloved of God, and men: whose
memory is in benediction. He made him
like the saints in glory, and magnified
him in the fear of his enemies, and with
his words he made prodigies to cease.
He glorified him in the sight of kings,
and gave him commandments in the
sight of his people, and shewed him
His glory. He sanctified him in his faith,
and meekness, and chose him out of
all flesh. For He heard him, and his
voice, and brought him into a cloud.
And He gave him commandments
before His face, and a law of life and
instruction.

Lord, Thou hast prevented him with
blessings of sweetness: Thou hast set
on his head a crown of precious
stones.

Through our
Lord Jesus Christ, Thy Son, Who lives
and reigns with Thee in the unity of the
Holy Spirit, God, forever and ever.
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
