O Eternal Shepherd, do Thou look 
favorably upon Thy flock, which we 
beseech Thee to guard and keep for 
evermore through the Blessed John 
Thy Martyr and Supreme Pontiff,  
whom Thou didst choose to be the 
chief shepherd of the whole Church. 
Through our Lord Jesus Christ, Thy 
Son, Who lives and reigns with Thee in 
the unity of the Holy Spirit, God, forever
and ever.

Dearly beloved, I charge thee, before 
God and Jesus Christ, who shall judge 
the living and the dead, by His coming, 
and His kingdom: preach the word: be 
instant in season, out of season: 
reprove, entreat, rebuke in all patience 
and doctrine. For there shall be a time 
when they will not endure sound 
doctrine, but according to their own 
desires they will heap to themselves 
teachers, having itching ears: and will 
indeed turn away their hearing from the
truth, but will be turned unto fables. But
be thou vigilant, labor in all things, do 
the work of an evangelist, fulfill thy 
ministry. Be sober. For I am even now 
ready to be sacrificed: and the time of 
my dissolution is at hand. I have fought 
a good fight, I have finished my course,
I have kept the faith. As to the rest, 
there is laid up for me a crown of 
justice, which the Lord, the just Judge, 
will render to me in that day: and not 
only to me, but to them also that love 
his coming.

The mouth of the just shall meditate 
wisdom, and his tongue shall speak 
judgment.  The law of his God is in his 
heart: and his steps shall not be 
supplanted.

 Alleluia, alleluia.  The Lord loved him 
and adorned him: He clothed him with 
a robe of glory. Alleluia.

At that time, Jesus said to His disciples:
You are the salt of the earth. But if the 
salt lose its savor, wherewith shall it be 
salted? It is good for nothing any more 
but to be cast out, and to be trodden on
by men. You are the light of the world. A
city seated on a mountain cannot be 
hid.

I am not come to destroy, but
to fulfill. For amen I say unto you, till 
heaven and earth pass, one jot, or one 
tittle shall not pass of the law, till all be 
fulfilled. He therefore that shall break 
one of these least commandments, and
shall so teach men, shall be called the 
least in the kingdom of heaven. But he 
that shall do and teach, he shall be 
called great in the kingdom of heaven.  

The just shall flourish like the palm tree:
he shall grow up, like the cedar of 
Libanus. 

May the holy prayer of St. Bede, Thy 
Confessor and Doctor, fail us not, O 
Lord: may it render our offerings 
acceptable, and ever obtain for us Thy 
pardon. Through our Lord Jesus Christ,
Thy Son, Who lives and reigns with 
Thee in the unity of the Holy Spirit, 
God, forever and ever.

In Thy loving kindness, we beseech 
Thee, Lord, be moved by the offering of
our gifts and enlighten Thy Church: that
Thy flock may prosper  everywhere and
the shepherds, under Thy guidance, 
may be rendered  acceptable to Thee.  
Through our Lord Jesus Christ, Thy 
Son, Who lives and reigns with Thee in 
the unity of the Holy Spirit, God, forever
and ever.

The faithful and wise servant, whom his
lord setteth over his family: to give 
them their measure of wheat in due 
season. 

We beseech Thee, O Lord, that 
blessed Bede, Thy Confessor and 
illustrious Doctor, may approach to pray
for us, that these Thy sacrifices may 
bring us salvation. Through our Lord 
Jesus Christ, Thy Son, Who lives and 
reigns with Thee in the unity of the Holy
Spirit, God, forever and ever.

MAY 27, ST. BEDE THE VENERABLE, DOCTOR OF THE CHURCH

St. Bede, the illustrious ornament of the Anglo-Saxon Church and the first  
English historian, is universally known as "Venerable Bede." He was declared a 
Doctor of the Church by Pope Leo IIl. He trained six hundred scholars, who 
were attached to him by his piety, learning, and sweet disposition.  He left  
beautiful lives of Anglo-Saxon saints, and his commentaries on the Scriptures 
are still in use by the Church.

He died May 26, 735. Historians relate of him that he passed no time in 
idleness and never ceased to study; he always read, always wrote, always 
thought, and always prayed.

Commemoration of St. John I, Pope, Martyr: St. John was Pope during the reign
of Theodoric, the Arian king of the Goths, who cast him into a dungeon at 
Ravenna, where he died from his sufferings, May 27, 526. His body was carried 
to Rome and buried under the porch at St. Peter's.
