Through our Lord Jesus 
Christ, Thy Son, Who lives and reigns 
with Thee in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
God, forever and ever. 

Dearly beloved: the goodness and 
kindness of God our Savior appeared:

It is truly meet and just, right and for 
our salvation, that we should at all 
times and in all places, give thanks 
unto Thee, O holy Lord, Father 
almighty, everlasting God: for through 
the Mystery of the Word made flesh, 
the new light of Thy glory hath shone 
upon the eyes of our mind, so that, 
while we acknowledge God in visible 
form, we may through Him be drawn to 
the love of things invisible. And 
therefore with Angels and Archangels, 
with Thrones and Dóminations, and 
with all the hosts of the heavenly army, 
we sing the hymn of Thy glory, 
evermore saying: 

Communicating, and keeping this most 
holy day, in which the spotless virginity 
of blessed Mary brought forth a Savior 
to this world; and also reverencing the 
memory of the same glorious Mary, 
ever Virgin, Mother of the same God 
and Lord Jesus Christ: as also blessed 
Joseph, Spouse of the Virgin, and of 
Thy blessed Apostles and Martyrs, 
Peter and Paul, Andrew, James, John, 
Thomas, James, Philip, Bartholomew, 
Matthew, Simon and Thaddeus; Linus, 
Cletus, Clement, Sixtus, Cornelius, 
Cyprian, Lawrence, Chrysogonus, John
and Paul, Cosmas and Damian, and of 
all Thy Saints, through whose merits 
and prayers, grant that we may in all 
things be defended by the help of Thy 
protection. Through the same Christ 
our Lord.
