Brethren, | make known unto you the
Gospel which | preached to you, which
also you have received and wherein
you stand, by which also you are
saved, if you hold fast after what
manner | preached unto you, unless
you have believed in vain.

For | am the least of the Apostles,
who am not worthy to be called an
Apostle, because | persecuted the
Church of God. But by the grace of
God | am what | am and His grace in
me hath not been void.

In God hath my heart confided, and |
have been helped; and my flesh hath
flourished again; and with my will | will
give praise to Him. Unto Thee have |
cried, O Lord: O my God, be not Thou
silent: depart not from me. Alleluia,
alleluia. (Ps. 80: 2, 3) Rejoice in God
our helper sing: aloud to the God of
Jacob, take a pleasant psalm with the
harp. Alleluia.

At that time, Jesus going out to the
coasts of Tyre, came by Sidon to the
Sea of Galilee, through the midst of the
coasts of Decapolis. And they bring to
Him one deaf and dumb, and they
besought Him that He would lay His
hand upon him. And taking him from
the multitude apart, He put His fingers
into his ears, and spitting, He touched
his tongue and looking up to heaven,
He groaned and said to him: Ephpheta,
that is, Be thou opened: and
immediately his ears were opened, and
the string of his tongue was loosed,
and he spoke right. And He charged
them that they should tell no man: but
the more He charged them so much
the more a great deal did they publish
it; and so much the more did they
wonder, saying: He hath done all things
well; He hath made both the deaf to
hear, and the dumb to speak.

| will extol Thee, O Lord, for Thou hast
upheld me, and hast not made my
enemies to rejoice over me: Lord, |
cried unto Thee, and Thou hast healed
me.

Look graciously we beseech Thee, O
Lord, upon our service; that what we
offer may be a gift acceptable unto
Thee, and a support to us in our
weakness.
