Like the feast of the Epiphany, where the presence of the Lord in the world
was noted by the Magi, the Baptism of the Lord in the Jordan by St. John the
Baptist is another “manifestation” of the Lord as He begins His public ministry.

When Epiphany occurs on a Sunday, the Feast of The Holy Family is
displaced to this Sunday, and this feast is not celebrated. In either case, today

marks the end of Christmastide.
