On November 27, 1830, the future St. Catherine Laboure reported that the
Blessed Mother displayed herself inside an oval frame, standing upon a globe.
She wore many rings set with gems that shone rays of light over the globe.
Around the margin of the frame appeared the words O Marie, congue sans
péché, priez pour nous qui avons recours a vous ("O Mary, conceived without
sin, pray for us who have recourse to thee"). As Catherine watched, the frame
seemed to rotate, showing a circle of twelve stars, a large letter M surmounted
by a cross, and the stylized Sacred Heart of Jesus crowned with thorns, and the
Immaculate Heart of Mary pierced with a sword.

when men have well drunk, then that
which is worse: but thou hast kept the
good wine until now. This beginning
of miracles did Jesus in Cana of
Galilee; and manifested His glory, and
His disciples believed in Him.
