Lord, I have lifted up my soul.  Glory 
be to the Father and to the Son and to
the Holy Spirit, as it was in the 
beginning, is now, and ever shall be, 
world without end. Amen.  Bow down 
Thine ear, O Lord, to me and hear me:
save Thy servant, O my God, that 
trusteth in Thee: have mercy on me, O
Lord, for I have cried to Thee all day.

Let Thy continual pity, O Lord, cleanse
and defend Thy Church: and because 
it cannot continue in safety without 
Thee, may it ever be governed by Thy 
goodness. Through our Lord Jesus 
Christ, Thy Son, Who lives and reigns 
with Thee in the unity of the Holy 
Spirit, God, forever and ever.

May we be assisted, O Lord, by the 
prayers of the blessed apostle and 
evangelist, Matthew, that what our 
effort obtaineth not, may be granted 
us by his intercession. Through our 
Lord Jesus Christ, Thy Son, Who lives
and reigns with Thee in the unity of 
the Holy Spirit, God, forever and ever.

Brethren, if we live in the spirit, let us 
also walk in the spirit. Let us not be 
made desirous of vain glory, provoking
one another, envying one another. 
Brethren, and if a man be overtaken in
any fault, you, who are spiritual,  
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instruct such a one in the spirit of 
meekness, considering thyself, lest 
thou also be tempted. Bear ye 
another's burdens, and so you shall 
fulfill the law of Christ. For if any man 
think himself to be something, 
whereas he is nothing, he deceives 
himself. But let everyone prove his 
own work, and so he shall have glory 
in himself only, and not in another. For
everyone shall bear his own burden. 
And let him that is instructed in the 
word, communicate to him that 
instructs him, in all good things. Be not
deceived, God is not mocked; for what
things a man shall sow, those also will 
he reap. For he that sows in his flesh, 
of the flesh also shall reap corruption: 
but he that sows in the spirit, of the 
spirit shall reap life everlasting. And in 
doing good, let us not fail; for in due 
time we shall reap, not failing. 
Therefore, whilst we have time, let us 
work good to all men, but especially to
those who are of the household of the 
faith. 

It is good to give praise to the Lord 
and to sing Thy name, O most High.  
To show forth Thy mercy in the 
morning, and Thy truth in the night. 

Alleluia, alleluia.  For the Lord is a 
great God, and a great King over all 
the earth. Alleluia. 

At that time, Jesus went into a city 
called Naim: and there went with Him 
His disciples, and a great multitude.
