But when thou art invited, go, sit down
in the lowest place: that when he who
invited thee comes, he may say to
thee: Friend, go up higher. Then shalt
thou have glory before them that sit at
table with thee: because every one that
exalts himself shall be humbled, and he
that humbled himself shall be exalted.

Look down, O Lord, to help me; let
them be confounded and ashamed that
seek after my soul to take it away; look
down, O Lord, to help me.

Cleanse us, we beseech Thee, O Lord,
by the virtue of the present Sacrifice,
and, in Thy mercy, provide that we may
be worthy to be partakers therein.
Through our Lord Jesus Christ, Thy
Son, Who lives and reigns with Thee in
the unity of the Holy Spirit, God, forever
and ever.

Sanctify the gifts dedicated to Thee, O
Lord, and by the intercession of
blessed Francis, purify us from every
stain of sin. Through our Lord Jesus
Christ, Thy Son, Who lives and reigns
with Thee in the unity of the Holy Spirit,
God, forever and ever.

O Lord, | will be mindful of Thy justice
alone: Thou hast taught me, O God,
from my youth, and unto old age and
gray hairs, O God, forsake me not.
