Italics are used to indicate the words spoken by the priest when
incensing occurs at High Mass.

(Italics within parentheses) are used for informational purposes.
This Missal contains the complete text, Ordinary and Proper, for
the Funeral Mass on the day of burial.

The Missal also contains the text for the pre-Mass Greeting at the
door of the church and Processional (Subvenite), and post-Mass
Absolution and Recessional (In Paradisum).

Instructions for standing, sitting, and kneeling are in parentheses.
The rules in effect in 1962 for the celebration of this form of the
Mass are still in effect today. For that reason, Communion is
received kneeling (unless disability precludes) and on the tongue,
and, there are no Extraordinary Ministers of Holy Communion.
Note: Only Catholics in a state of grace should present
themselves for Holy Communion.
