At that time Jesus said to His
disciples: Beware of false prophets,
who come to you in the clothing of
sheep, but inwardly they are ravening
wolves.

Even so
every good tree bringeth forth good
fruit, and the evil tree bringeth forth
evil fruit. A good tree cannot bring forth
evil fruit, neither can an evil tree bring
forth good fruit. Every tree that
bringeth not forth good fruit, shall be
cut down, and shall be cast into the
fire. Wherefore by their fruits you shall
know them. Not every one that saith to
Me: Lord, Lord, shall enter into the
kingdom of heaven: but he that doeth
the will of My Father Who is in
heaven, he shall enter into the
kingdom of heaven.

As in holocausts of rams and bullocks,
and as in thousands of fat lambs; so
let our sacrifice be made in Thy sight
this day, that it may please Thee: for
there is no confusion to them that trust
in Thee, O Lord.

O God, who hast justified the variety
of sacrifices of the Law by the
perfection of this one Sacrifice: accept
the Sacrifice of Thy servants who are
dedicated to Thee, and sanctify it with
a blessing like to that which Thou didst
bestow upon the gifts of Abel: that
